Each year ARCA hosts a weekend-long summer art crime conference where allied professionals dedicated to the protection and recovery of cultural heritage, academic scholars, legal practitioners, police, and students across interdisciplinary fields convene within the old walls of the quiet Umbrian town of Amelia, for what has come to be known as The Amelia Conference.

Agenda:  As with previous years, the objective of the 2017 conference is to provide its participants with a forum to explore a wide range of topical issues related to art, art crime and art security, to share perspectives and approaches working to abate art crime and illicit cultural property trafficking internationally, and to facilitate an atmosphere of communication and collaboration between professionals working in the sector in order to share new and emerging approaches. 

Through presentations, the conference organizers strive to highlight developing strategies that we hope will advocate for the responsible stewardship of our collective artistic and archaeological heritage.

Call for Presenters: Open from January 01, 2017 though March 15, 2017.

Presentation abstracts are welcome from researchers, scholars, and professionals in any field relevant to art crime and protection, including law, policing, security, art history, conservation, archaeology, and criminology.  

Presenters with topics related to the following areas are particularly encouraged to submit a speaking proposal this year highlighting the following issues of common concern:

· Looting, trafficking, and illicit sale of antiquities or other cultural objects
· Bilateral negotiations for the restitution or return of cultural property to its countries of origin: a view to mediation or conciliation
· Security and protection of cultural objects and sites during and post conflict
· Forgery and fraud in the art and antiquities market
· The role of due diligence and ethical collecting practices in the art and antiquities market
· Historical and legal interpretations of the interplay between spoliation, displacement and forms of cultural genocide

Email should include 1) presentation title, 2) a 250 word abstract, 3) a professional biography (up to 150 words) and 4) a recent CV /resume
